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Emergency Slow-No-Wake Ordinance 
 
Most of you remember all too well the flood of 2008, when 
the lake level rose in excess of five feet in a very short time. 
 
During that flood, the Sauk County Sheriff ordered an 
emergency slow-no-wake on Dutch hollow Lake for safety 
reasons, because it was a danger to boaters due to floating 
docks, branches, and debris.  Even docks that were designed 
to float up and down when water levels fluctuate, floated 
completely off their pipes and walk ramps became invisible as 
they were covered with water.  Pipes that remained stable 
after the pier section floated off were difficult to see; others 
fell into the lake and got stuck just below the water level 
creating a very hazardous situation for boaters. 
 
The waters of Dutch Hollow Lake had reached a level to 
require enactment of a slow-no-wake only two times since 
1970 at that time in 2008. 
 
After that flood, the DHLPOA Board of Directors, working in 
cooperation and at the request of the Township chairs, put 
together a recommendation for a reasonable threshold level 
for enacting a slow-no-wake in an emergency situation. 
 
The threshold that was established after nearly two years of 
research, discussion and careful consideration was 957.5’ 
above m.s.l. 
 
Setting this threshold was meant to simplify and expedite the 
process, and also to grant the authority to the Town Chairs to 
declare the slow-no-wake rather than the sheriff. 
 
A joint ordinance was passed by both Townships setting these 
parameters. 
 
Well, on July 16, 2010, we “tested” the ordinance and 
procedures for the first time.  Having received nearly 6” of 
rainfall on the evening of July 14, 2010, the lake reached the 
threshold level of 957.5’ on July 16, 2010, and the Town 
Chairs declared an emergency slow-no-wake in effect on all 
of Dutch Hollow Lake. 
 
Is this the perfect number?  We don’t know.  It was the best 
we could come up with at the time, based on history of the 
lake levels and lots and lots of research and discussion.  We 
do know the process is smoother. 
 
This is a very sensitive subject, and there are very strong 
feelings on the issue. 
 
Canoers, kayakers, fishermen, tend to support a slow-no-wake 
at an earlier stage.  Skiers, boaters, tend to want it lifted 
ASAP or declared at a later stage. 
 
The need for a threshold level is evident.  To our best ability, 
it is fair.  The process to get to this point was not easy, and 
changing the parameters may be difficult, but not impossible. 
 
We will be looking at this very closely, and hope to learn 

from this experience.  Safety and shoreline preservation are of 
the utmost concern, and we need to all work together to do 
what is best for all concerned, and look at the big picture. 
 
To further complicate the matter, as well as being conscious 
of the need for a high level threshold, we must also be 
attentive to the fact that we “pay” good money to augment the 
lake to maintain it at the maintenance level of 955’ above  
m.s.l.  So, when we do get help from mother nature, we save 
thousands of dollars.  So, the slow-no-wake will be lifted as 
soon as the lake level drops approximately 6”, as long as it 
does not affect safety, which is of primary concern. 
 
As good stewards of the land, shoreline erosion and water 
quality are also a high priority to the Dutch Hollow Lake 
Property Owners Association.  We would like to see the issue 
extended to allow the DNR some authority where erosion is a 
concern.  But, this is a separate issue.  This emergency slow-
no-wake ordinance is based on safety. 
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2010 Wisconsin Boating Regulations 
 
The following information is taken directly out of the 2010 
Wisconsin Boating Regulations Handbook. 
 
New regulations to be aware of since 2009. 
 
1. It is illegal to transport invasive species. 
 
The following acts are illegal and may result in citations or 
fines. 
 
· Failure to remove all aquatic plants or aquatic animals 

attached to any vehicle or to drain all water from boat 
trailers, equipment or gear immediately after leaving the 
water and before leaving a boat launch area or associated 
parking area. 

· Launching or placing a vehicle, boat, boat trailer, 
equipment or gear into waters of the state, if an aquatic 
plant or aquatic animal is attached. 

· Transporting on a public highway a vehicle, boat, boat 
trailer, equipment, or gear, if an aquatic plant or aquatic 
animal is attached. 

· Transporting over land from another state any vehicle, 
boat, boat trailer, equipment or gear for use in Wisconsin 
waters without first removing all attached aquatic plants 
and aquatic animals and draining all water. 

· Using a live prohibitive fish invasive species as fishing 
bait. 

· Using any live non-native crayfish as bait for fishing on 
inland or outlying waters, except for rusty crayfish that 
are dead, or live rusty crayfish on the Mississippi River. 

 
2. It is illegal to operate a vessel within 100 ft. 

of the shore of any lake at greater than slow-
no-wake speed. 

 
Note:  personal watercraft must operate at slow-no-wake 
speed within 200 ft. of shore. (This has not changed since 
2009.) 
 
Slow-no-wake (SNW) means a speed at which a vessel moves 
as slowly as possible while still maintaining steerage control.
